Hail Mary, Explained 
The words of the Hail Mary — undoubtedly the most 
recognizable Catholic prayer after the 
Lord’s Prayer — are deeply rooted in 
scripture. The opening lines of the 
prayer are taken from the words 
of the angel Gabriel at the 
Annunciation — “Hail Mary, 
full of grace, the Lord is 
with thee.” This line is 
known as the Angelic 
Salutation. The 
following words — 
“Blessed art thou 
among women, and 
blessed is the fruit    
of your womb,  
Jesus” — echo the 
sentiments  
expressed by 
Elizabeth at           
the Visitation.  
 
The Angelic 
Salutation is regarded 
as the earliest 
devotional prayer to 
Mary, since it forms the 
very first words spoken 
to her as the Mother of 
God, but Catholics did not 
begin to utilize the Hail Mary 
prayer in its current form until 
around the 11th century.  
 
An in-depth explanation of each       
line of this prayer is provided in the    
Catechism of the Catholic Church, 2676-2677.

El Ave María ¡Explicada! 
Las palabras del Ave María — indudablemente la 

oración católica más reconocida después del 
Padre Nuestro — están enraizadas 

profundamente en las Sagradas 
Escrituras. La primera frase de la 

oración se toma de las palabras 
del Ángel Gabriel en la 

Anunciación — “Dios te salve 
María, llena de gracia, el 
Señor está contigo”.  Esta 
frase se conoce como la 
Salutación Angélica.  Las 
palabras siguientes — 
“Bendita eres entre todas 
las mujeres y bendito es 
el fruto de tu vientre, 
Jesús” — hacen eco de 
los sentimientos que 
expresó Isabel durante 
la Visitación. 
 
La Salutación Angélica 
se considera la primera 
oración devocional a 
María, dado que son las 

primeras palabras que se 
le dirigen a ella en   su 

calidad de Madre de Dios, 
sin embargo, los católicos 

comenzaron a utilizar la 
oración del Ave María en su 

forma actual a partir de 
aproximadamente el siglo XI.

Catecismo de la Iglesia Católica se nos         
da una explicación detallada de cada frase de
